A French-Canadian
born and raised in Mon-
treal, Eliane Vivace receiv-
ed most of her dance
training in Montreal, New
York and Los Angeles.
She has performed and
choreographed for dance
companies, television
shows, concerts, acts,
conventions and commer-
cials in Montreal, New
York, Hawaii, Japan and
Las Vegas. The schools of
such companies as Les
Grands Ballets Candiens,
Les Ballets Jazz de Mon-
treal, the Royal Winnipeg
Ballet, the American
Dance Machine, as well
as colleges in Colorado
and ldaho have been her
teaching field, and she
also performs as a mime.

She came to Las Vegas in
1980 with the "Alcazar de
Paris"' show at the Desert
Inn Hotel before coming to
teach at UNLV in 1981
and later married Curt
Miller, a lead trombonist
and recording engineer
and manager of the UNLV
