The self-title- d album, which

has mercurially climbed the bill-

board charts, has been received as a

cross-ove- r, mainstream offering.
Michel'le's current hit, "No More

1 Lies," can be heard on almost every

pop station in the Vegas Valley.
The most striking aspect of the

album is Michel'le's confident han-

dling of both pop and soul vocali-

zations. Just when you expect to

hear another up-tem- beat
Michel'le subverts your expecta-

tions with soul ballads.

This album, produced by Ruth-

less Attack Muzic and distributed

by the Atlantic Recording Corpora-

tion, would be a healthy addition to

anyone's music library.

Michel'le's album opens up

with the sassy, chart climbing "No

More Lies." The song begins with

a guy insisting that Michel' le is the

"only girl" for him..."Of course
you're the only girl..." To which

Michel'le retorts, "Chill out Pinno-chi- o,

your nose is growing..."
Michel'le insists on "No More
Lies."

, The following cut, "Nicety," is

Michel'le's firm assertion that she
is neither a gutter viper nor a prude.
She sings, "Some people think I'm
nice...some people think I'm nasty."

She then announces herself as
"Nicety" a cross between nice and

nasty. The beat is smooth and crisp,

and Michel'le says more than a
mouthful. In keeping with current
trends, the song is interspersed with

insightful rap.

Just when you expect more of

the same Michel'le takes you for a

twist with a soulful love ballad en-

titled, "If?" The song is a duet sung

with Michael Holmes (who's tenor

voice doesn't wane when he climbs

to falsetto).

"If?" poses the question, "If I

make love to you will I see you

again?" It begins with an Islcy

Brothers' type sax accompaniment

and ends with a classy piano fade.

Equally stirring is the tune

"Something In My Heart," in which

Michel'le chimes, "There's some-

thing you should know...there's

something in my heart that's got

me hooked on you..."

Side Two is launched with

"100 Woman." The song is a

illusory as Michel'le's voice. It

starts off as an pop tune.

Mid-wa- y through, the song is

smoothly interrupted by two men

talking. They are entering a night-

club and as they make their way in

they spot a group of ladies and pro-

ceed to ask the objects of their de-

sire for a dance.

At first Michel'le is stubborn,

but the guy who has approached

her is insistent that they dance. He

asks the DJ to play a slow song and

into "Silly Love Song." This is one
of the easiest transformations I've
ever heard. She may have succeeded
at introducing a new style of

from one song to another
(unlike the gimmickry philosophy
used, or the common fade.)
