gave up six walks and two hits
but allowed only a single run in
an 8-- 1 triumph. Stewart also
contributed at the other end of
the plate, hitting 2 for 4 with two
RBI.

Center fielder Stephanie
Gonzales, who knocked in the
winning run, hit 3 for 3 with two
RBI.

McDonald said, "we had a few
mistakes but the defense started
coming through. They settled
down in the (middle of the first
game). Our offense came through
for us and that" s what we're go-

ing to count on all year."
