It turns out to be about my
limitations, my faulty memory,
and what sounds good to me. In
the simplest possible way, [ real-
ize that I've already used the
word ‘rock’ and the word rock-
ing’ maybe eight hundred times
in the interview so far, I think
having been something besides
a drummer for most of my life
playing in bands, [ feel like one

positiveside to thatis thatThave
a pretty developed sense of what
[ want to hear in a drum part. If
it were my song, and I were play-
ing the guitar, what I'd want the
drummer tobe doing, and I try to
dothat. Basically, the drummers
I like are ones who just help the
song. Ones that want to make
the song succeed at what it al-
ready was, not transform it, not
distract from it, or add to its
complexity.

Steve, I think has the most
conflicted idea about it. Steve
loves the fact that this is what
we do and it's our life now. He, in
a way, has embraced being in a
band on the road, with an unself-
consciousness that the rest of us
would be good to emulate. Ithink
he comes from the most...when
he was sixteen, he was the punk
rock kid with the bright red hair
hanging out by the Dunkin’ Do-
nuts. So he’s the one who has the
most misgivings about main-
stream success. Which is good to
have someone around like that, |
was always the most mainstream
record buyer.
