Second time in two

years

After winning the William
H. Tucker New Mexico State
Golf Tournament, the UNLV
golf team found themselves
on top ofthe college golf polls.

The Rebels were ranked No.
1 Tuesday, by the Men's Rolex
Team Rankings. It is the sec-

ond time in UNLV golfhistory
that the Rebels grabbed the
top notch. The last time the
Rebels were ranked No. 1 was
Oct. 3, 1993, when the team
was led by Ed Fryatt.

UNLV started the week
ranked No. 2, behind Oklaho-
ma State University. They fin--

They won the William H.
Tucker tournament, played
last weekend, by 20 strokes.

Two points separated the top
three teams in the poll, with
the Rebels getting 73 votes,
Texas was second with 72 and
last season's NCAA Champi-
on Oklahoma State received
7 1 first placevotes.
