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on-one with a health care
professional.

Steven Oster, counselor and
outreach coordinator for Stu-
dent Psychological Services,
said the purpose of the stu-
dent outreach program is two-
fold.

“Many people are fearful of
comingin for help,” Ostersaid.
“We thought we'd do program-
ming in problematic areasthat

many people have. We want to
give information out to stu-
dents who are afraid of coun-
seling.”

Oster said he hopes to gen-
erate greater participation
from members of the Greek
system, the athletic depart-
ment and from collegiate or-
ganizations. He explained that
student groups are often more
likely to seek help than indi-
viduals.

“Group therapy is impact-
ful," Oster said. “There is a
support group in them (orga-
nizations).
