baby in the Temple. Only
a baby girl is named in the
Temple. This naming ser- -

vice usually takes place a
week or two after the childs
birth. The rules regarding ,
circumcision are explicit. A

baby boy has to be circum-
cised on the eight day and
is named at the circumci-
sion services. There is no
other ceremony in Jewish
tradition for the naming of
a baby boy. May I call to
your attention the following
article, published in our
Temple Bulletin in Novem-
ber 1964. This article ex-

RULES OF CIRCUMCISION
(BRITH MILAH)

The Brith Milan is funda-
mental to Judaism. It is a
hallowed ritual which binds
the Jew to our Heavenly Fa-

ther, and joins him with the
generations of our ancestors
who have performed this
"Rite of the Covenant" since
the time of Abraham.

Circumcision is also re--

cognized as of great hygien-
ic value and today even non-Je- ws

have their children ed.

However, Brith Milah is
more than a surgical opera-
tion. It is a religious rite.
In order to qualify as such
it must be performed by a
dedicated individual, a cer-
tified Mohel or a Jewish
doctor. The Mohel or Jew-
ish doctor is a recognized
specialist in the perfor-
mance of this rite. This is
demonstrated by the fact that
when Prince Charles of Eng-

land, heir apparent t the
throne, was circumcized, a
Mohel was appointed to per-fro- m

the operation. Since we
do not have a Mohel in this
area, Rabbi Gold will be most
happy to officiate with any
Jewish doctor selected by the
family.

The Mitzva of Brith Milah
must be performed on the
eighth day after the birth
of the child. This is so im-

portant that the Torah re-

quires the performance of
the Brith on the eighth day
even if it occurs on the Sab-

bath or on Yom Kippur.
The date maybe postponed

ONLY when the doctor cer-tifi- es

that the health of the
child makes the delay nec-

essary.
We recommended that

parents communicate im-

mediately after the birth of
a son with our Temple, and

arrange to hold the Brith
Milah on the proper date and '

in accordance with true Jew-
ish tradition. There are at
least six Jewish doctors in
Las Vegas available to of-

ficiate with Rabbi Gold.
Please honor this most an-

cient of Jewish traditions
with reverence and dignity.
