(WNS) A monument to the
memory of the4,000,000who
perished at Nazi hands at
the notorious Auschwitz
death camp was unveiled
here before a gathering of
some 200,000 participants
without official recognition
of the Jewish moment in
the tragedy.

Of the four million who
were put to death at Ausch-
witz 3,000,000 were Jews,
but neither the monument nor
the unveiling ceremony took
notice of that fact. Jewish

having participated in Hi-

tler's euthanasia program,
under which those deemed
unfit to live under Nazi
racial concepts were put to
death.
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
