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AJC 8-POINT PROGRAM TO COMBAT ANTI-SEMITISM

Semitism the world over,

SAN FRANCISCO, -- An
eight-point program tocom-
bat anti-Semitism was out-
lined today by Bertram H,
Gold, Executive Director of
the AMERICAN JEWISH
COMMITTEE, in a report
to the agency’s National Ex-
ecutive Board, holding its
annual meeting at the Hotel
Fairmont;

1. Creation of “‘an anti-
Semitism  accounting sy-
stem,”” bringing together and
systematizing all existing
data on the subject, so that
“an early warning system’’
can be constructed and coun-
teraction planned,

2. Sponsorship of a
thorough study of the group
basis of anti-Semitism and
of the relationship of sub-
group identity to intergroup
relations, a study compar-
able in scope to the COM-
MITTEE’s sponsorship a
generation ago of indivisual
psychopathology that wasde-
tailed in the monumental
“‘Studies of Prejudice.”

3. Development of new and
imaginative methods of con-
ducting quick research into
critical areas of anti-Semi-
tism to permit swift insights
that can have immediate use,

4, Assumption of anactive
role inexposing anti-Semitic
groups infiltrating the na-
tion’s political parties, and
the establishment of training
institutes for political lead-
ers on a non-partisan basis
to impart such information
that experts possesson poli-
tical extremism,

3. Increase in efforts to
achieve constructive coali-
tion with the Negro middle
class, ‘““‘with whom we have
intellectual kinship and with
whom we can most easily
communicate,”” and who can
exercise important influence
within their own community,
