to state control.

As a senator, he will need to apply him-
self to the national and international aftairs,
as well, and he has spoken forthrightly on
siich touchy issues as Vietnam, civil rights,
firearms comtrol. federal aid to eduncation,

forcign aid, law enforcement, the draft, and
faxation.
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Suffice it to sav that Fike represents the
moderate conservative philnswphy, and that
alone would iustif}f sending him to Wash-
ington. How refroshing this will be as an
alternative to the ultra-liberal policies of
the last six vears!

The administration of President Johnson
will surely go down in history as the era of
the great give-away. In Nevada, however,
the period will he remembered longer as
the time of the great take-away.

Reno will not soon forget the phase-out
of Stead Air Force Base and the two years
of economic drought that followed. Nor will
this community forget the impact caused by
the removal of the Air National Guard unit
from Reno.

The Southern Nevada economy has been
hurt by cutbacks in the NERVA nuclear
engine research project.

All of Nevada has experienced the impact
of the freeze on highway construction funds.

Nevada, perhaps more than anv state, can
complain ahout federal meddling during the
Democratic reign. The gaming industry has
een harassed outrag{‘nnsl_\' and with virtual
impunity by the Justice Department and the
Internal Revenue Service.

Federal interference has heen challenged

bitterly by Gov. Paul Laxalt on a number
of other fronts.

Sen Bible must ghare the blame for the
whole mess. He has been tied closely to the
administration. He hacked virtnally all the

Great Socicty programs that have dragged
this country almost to min.

Bihle's strongest campaign pitch is the
seniority he has bnilt in his years in the
Senate. But his so-called mighty influence
has done little for Nevada or the nation.

For instance, his influence couldn’t help
Nevada in keeping Stead Air Force Base
from closing, nor could it help the nation in
doing anything to head off the disgraceful
rioting, Tuin and anarchy that swept Wash-
ington D.C., a city Bible served as “mayor.”

But, worse than having, little influence,
Bible, is a relic of a by-gone political era,
more interested in his dying style of oratory

than in making its contents measure up to0
the complexities of modern life.

Fike, on the other hand, is aggressive and
serious in approach and purpose, and he
commands the respect needed to deal with
the complex problems which Bible and
other pnliticians have heen unahle to solve.
