the Six-Day War -- the Gaza
Strip, the Golan Helghts and
a continguous section of the
Sinal Penninsula -- but will
return the West Bank toJor-
don if there is an agreement
to keep the territory demi-
litarized.

This political decision by
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an unwritten plank of the Is-
raeli Labor Party which is
expected to retain control
of the next Government fol-
lowing the general elections
in October.
