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and resources to de-
fense, they cannolonger
help to pay for those
humanitarian programs
that are the traditional
responsibility of free-
world Jewry. Full re-
sponsibility for the
complete range of UJA-
supported programs in
Israel now rests in our
hands, And this task
calls for a campaign
unlike any we have
known,"’

Mr, Exber said that
Af it were not for the
United Jewish Appeal’s
emergency fund, many
of the programs vital
to the future growth and
development of the
people of Israel would
simply cease to exist,
““Only through the suc-
cess of our campaign...
and others across the
nation...can the conrin-
uance of these important
programs be assured,
There are countless
immigrants to trainand
resettle....aged and
handicapped to care for
...children to educarte,
And especially now,
with the miracle of the
exodus of Soviet Jewry,
these programs must
not be abandoned,"’
