NEW YORK (WNS) --
Five Jewish groups, the
New York Board of Rab-
bis, the Anti-Defama-
tion League of B'naiB'-
rith the American Jew-
ish Committee, the
American Congress and
the Jewish Labor Com-
mittee, have called upon
city and state political,
education and human

rights leaders to re-
move Louis Fuentes, an
alleged anti-Semite,
from his newly appoin-
ted position as school
superintendent of School
District Number One on
the Lower East Side,

They demanded Fuen-
tes’ removal because of
his ‘‘blatant bias’’ and
“*well documented'" anti

Semitism.

Mrs. Natalie Schutzer
the only Jewish member
of the school board of
District One, said Fu-
entes was appointed by
the board's six ‘“mili-
tant"’ members while
the three ‘““moderate’
members were absent.
“There were six candi-

dates for the job," she '

said, ‘“‘They (the board)
picked the worse one.'’
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
