North Carolina and
elsewhere in the South-
east.

The program, de-

signed' to afford stu-

LONDON (WNS)
France's 300,000 Je-
wish voters will not pi ay
a decisive role, as Jews,

Bundestag, West Ger-
man Chancellor Willy
Brandt said his country
"wishes to cultivate the
traditional friendship
