He is chairman of the board of Strauss Broad-
casting Company, Dallas, and Chairman of the
Board of the Valley View State Bank, Dallas.

He served as President of the Arthritis and
Rheumatic Foundation of Texas, President of
Goodwill Industries, President of the Visiting
Nurses Association, Vice President and Direc- -
tor of the Jewish Welfare Federation. Director
of the Community Chest of Dallas, Director of
the Red Cross and Chairman of the Board of
Trustees, Temple Emanu-E- l, Dallas, Texas.

Robert served as National Committeeman
from the State of Texas from 1968-197- 2. Dur-
ing the 1968 national election he served as Co--
Chairman pf the Humphrey --Muskie campaign in
Texas which culminated with the State falling in
the Democratic column.

Among the-.mos- t innovative-- - projects con
ceived during Strauss' term as treasurer was
the financing of a mass program aimed at small ,;,
contributors.

gettable recollection of the Popular Front's
( futile struggle against the Spanish facists a

v popular Front romantically supported by the
J, Abraham Llrwoln Brigade from the United States

and by Joseph Stalin's warriors and agents. In
the flaming, beleaguered cities of Spain, Far

, Right clashed with Far Left in an historic and
i brutal tune-u- p for World War II. And nor since

Adolf Hitler and Stalin craftily and cynically en--
tered their orascmattc lon pact of

1939 have Facists and Communists consorted as
they are now apparently pairing off in the new
Spanish-Ea- st Germany marriage.Jews especially may look upon this new re ap-
provement with incredulity. They have been
prime victims under both the fiendish onslaughtsof Hitler's facism and the aberrations of Stalin"

with current discrimination again-st Soviet Jews added as an extra reminder of the
cruel and unreasonable behavior of a modern
Communist regime.

Jews are caught In the vise of extreme right
arrayed against extreme left as perhaps no other
people are. None of us can forget the prescrip-tion for Hitler's fascism, replicated in varying
degree In Spain and the USSR --t- he establishment
of a sinister police station, suppression of all
Civil liberties, paranoic reaction against all as-
pects of democracy, sanctification of property,
promotion of a virulent nationalism, wild Indul-
gence in racism with Jews as the most conven-
ient victims. . Similarly, we tanow by heart the
profile ofM6scow's brand of Communismagainthe complete trust in secret police.

Fortunately, the Jewish community's effort :

to enlist men of conscience, throughout the world
to help end the Kremlin's hideous strictures
against Russian Jews is bringing results. Noth-
ing can stop this important, justified campaign. "

But how can we ever bring a great section
of the unremembering world to comprehend our
fear of and contempt for Naxism-i- all its
forms? When, fox example, an exceptionally
competent friend of Hitler like Albert Speer
writes a self-servi- ng and fascinating book like
"Inside The Third Reich", who has the skill and
patience to step forward to put into perspective
Speer's role as Hitler's only enduring! rlend, as
the man really next in command to Hitler, as a
solid believer In the Third Reich's slave labor
regime, as a In the web of war
crimes? ,

Or when a Hans Globke dies, is there not a
sickening tendency to think of him more in terms
of a German admired by Konrad Adenauer, as justa faithful old civil servant who hadnochoice but
to help put Hitler's racial edicts into operation?After all, he never did join the Nazi Party, sayhis champions. .

To which we are constrained to reply that not
only some of his best friends. Hitler Included,were zealous Nazis but that we must give more
pains and more time to honoring those Germans,
those Russians, those Spaniards who have looked
upon the ugly face of modern totalitarianism and
lived up to their oath to help crush it.
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
