WASHINGTON (WNS)
-- The U, S, Senate has
approved an amendment
which would bar Saudi
Arabia from transfer-
ring any Phantom Jers
it may buy from the U,
S. to another country,

Sen. Henry M, Jack-
son (D, Wash,) whodraf-
ted the proviso along
with Sen. Abraham Ribi-
coff (D. Conn.), said
Saudi Arabia could not
use the Phantoms to
train non-Saudi pilots
and is prohibited from
making the planes avail-
able to “Egyptian na-
tionals in anycapacity:'”

In other action, the
House Foreign Affairs
Committee voted to pro-
