Israeli authorities have
amassed evidence of
systematic beatings and
degradation of Israeli
prisoners of war by
their Egyptian captorswhich ended only three
days before last month's
POW exchange began.

The evidence, com-
piled by the Army and
the Ministry of Defense
will be presented to the
United Nations and the
International Red Cross

According to the evid-
ence, every Israeli POW
regardless of rank, was
subjected to brutality.

Egyptian authorities
also participated in or
permitted the murder
of POWs, particularly
pilots who had bailed out
of their planes safely.
Some prisoners are be-
lieved to have died while
undergoing interroga-
tion.
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
