formed by orthodox

rabbis and conducted in
full conformity, with the
requirements of Jewish
Law. ' '

In another resolution,
the body called upon
members of their con-

gregations to modify,
their observances of
joyous events such as
Bar- - and Bat Mitzvah,
Marriages and others
as a means of making
Jews more aware of the
plight of the Israelis
and as a means of free-
ing funds for use in
rebuilding Israel.

The statement
noted that the KGB con-

fiscated Joseloff s notes
which contained the per-
sonal history of each
of the Jews' difficul-
ties with the govern-
ment and said the KGB
action was an attempt
to frighten the Jews.

Meanwhile Rep. Eliz-
abeth Holtzman (D. NY)
has sent letters to Soviet
Ambassador Anotoly
Dobrynin in Washington
and President Nixon on
behalf of Leonid Zabel-ishensk- y,

a Jew on trial
for "parasitism" in the
USSR. She said that
Zabelishensky, had lost
his job after applying
for an exit visa for
Israel for himself, his
wife and child.
