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Yigal Allon told the

Kissinger’s remark at

of failing to honor its
post-Yom Kippur War
commitments of supply-
ing - Egypt with arms,
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JERUSALEM (WNS)
-- Archbishop Hillarion
Capucci, the head of
the Greek Catholic
Church in East Jerusa-
lem and the West Bank,
