Etyptian President Sadat reportedly told
Secretary of State Henry A. Kissinger in Cairo
that the door to progress, presumably negotia-
tions, is still open. In Damascus, Kissinger
said he and Syrian President Hafez Assad have
resolved to maintain their present contacts and
continue them in the near future. Israeli
sources said the primary American aim is to

keep the momentum toward peace going.
Kissinger completed two rounds of talks with
