board. It was approved
by a 43-1- 3 vote. The
second measure, spon-
sored by American-bor- n

Marcia Freedman
of the Civil Rights Party,
which would permit
abortion at the request
of the mother during
the first 12 weeks of
pregnancy was adopted
by a 26-1- 4 vote.

Religious MKs at-
tacked the bills as legal-
ized "mass murder of
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Podgomy. In New York
a "Freedom Squad" of

prominent physicians,
led by New York City
Health Commissioner
Dr. Lowell E. Bellin,
