The noted Toronto professor, recounting the
anti-Semitism of St. John Chrysostom and of
Luther, told his colleagues thar ‘‘it is the.anti-
Semitism of the saints, not merely that of its
sinners, that Christian thought must face if it
is to make a beginning of any sort in moving
toward an authentic response to the Holocaust,.
Chilstianity can live only if it systematically
affirms the Jew in his Jewishness."'

The second day of the conference, during
which Prof. Fackenheim made his statement,
was devoted to the controversial subject of the
role of God and Christianity in rthe Holocaust.
Some of the other scholars present took strong
objection to Dr. Fackenheim's views. Among
them was @ survivor of the Warsaw Gherto,
Alexander Donat, Expressing deep skepticism,
he asked: ‘““Where was God? 1 was there,”' he
sald, "“and 1 saw the face of God.
the face of a child on the gallows,
helmet of an SS*'man,”’

Donat’s blasphemous statement evoked much
criticism from some of his colleagues, one of
whom, Prof, Yoval of the Hebrew University, said
that the full blame for the Holocaust lies ex-
clusively with men. “‘The Holocaust,'' he
declared ‘““was neither the work of God, nor
that of the devil,...It was conceived and executed
by men..."’

To this writer, it appeared clear that none
of the scholars present had come up with an
adequate answer to this the greatest tragedy in
world history. Not a single one of them invoked
the Hebrew Bible.or the mustic Caballa wherein
alone one can find the real answertothe reasons
of the age-lgng struggle between the
of lght and the children of darkness'' on planet
Earth,
