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NEW YORK -- - The American Jewish Committee

has launched a plan to encourage American Jews
to conduct research on the Jewish component in .

American history as part of the Bicentennial
celebration.

NEW YORK -- - Soul-trappi- ng of Jews by
Christians is not justified by any passage in
the New Testament and such efforts at con-

version should be stopped. . In fact, in the
Bible "the plan of salvation expands outward
from a Jewish base; it does not contract away
from' that center,' and Christians could them-selv- es

benefit from adopting some aspects of
Hebrew worship from which Christianity
evolved. These points are made by Franklin
H. Ltttell. a leading Christian historian, in his
new book, "The Crucifixion of the Jews," pub-
lished by Harper Row. The author of many
books, Dr. Llttell teaches at Temple University.
He served as chairman of the Theological Work-

ing Party on "Israel: the People, the Land, the
State" for the National Council of Churches and
the National Council of Catholic Bishops from
1970 to. 1973.

NEW YORK -- - The National Ladles Auxiliary,
Jewish War Veterans of the USA unanimously
adopted:

(1) That we petition President Ford and the
heeds of Congress and all other involved Federal
Agencies NOT to use the President's

Plan as a subterfuge to either stop in its
entirety or to decrease substantially the
economic and military aid which the United
States has already committed to the State of
Israel.

(2) FOR HUMANITARIAN PURPOSES we
petition President Ford and our Congress to
call upon the Syrian government to release
the four thousand Jews It holds in bondage.

(3) The Arab blacklists have been a fact
of life for the past twenty-fiv- e years, but only
now are beginning to attract the attention and
concern of U.S. Government leaders. So we
unanimously petition Congress to draw up with-
out further delay the appropriate legislationour democratic principles and out-

lawing such actions, particularly among Ameri-
can firms.

WASHINGTON. D.C. -- - The National Execu-tlv- e
Committee of the Jewish War Veterans of

the U.S.A., unanimously voted to support pro-
posed Federal legislation which would prohibit
the soliciting or making of agreements furtheringthe Arab boycott In the United States.

NEW YORK -- - A total of $4,000 In cash
prizes accompanied the 1975 National Jewish
Book Awards, presented by the Jewish Book
Council of JWB.

NEW YORK -- - The American Jewish Com-
mittee announced publication of "Jews In the
Soviet Union, a comprenenslve annotated
bibliography of English-langua- ge books, periodi-
cals, pamphlets, and articles written during the
tsst eight years.

It is quite distressing to see an alleged
interview which is both slanderous and totally
invented, should even find the slightest echo.

Mr. Patricio Kelly, who is alleged to have
rrfade this interview with me, came to see me
on January 13, 1975 at the request of my col-

league, H.E. Alejandro Orfila, Ambassador of
Argentina to Washington. I told him in a com-
bination of Soanish and Italian, "that the Egyptian
people hold a great friendship for the Argentine
people and that I was happy to have visited the
beautiful city of Buenos Aires in 1963."

He understood what I said. He did not stay
with me for more than two minutes. He did
not ask any questions nor did I volunteer any
statements except what I stated above.

Thus, I am bewildered how the words 1

have spoken could become the. words he pub-
lished. It is obvious, therefore, that Mr.
Kelly had relied on a fertile imagination and
invented a whole interview which is totally
contrary to my views and philosophy and those
of my Government.

As I said, I saw him at the request of my
colleague, the Ambassador of Argentina. Neither
Ambassador Orfila nor I at the time of Mr.
Kelly's visit could foresee any ill intentions.
However, someone, somewhere seems to be
anxious to paint a totally distorted picture with
the aim to put a wedge between me and the Jewisi
people and the Catholic Church, whom I learned
are referred to unjustly in the fabricated inter-
view, and for whom I have nothing but respect.

I am glad that during the past few days, I

have received several correspondence vfrom
many Jewish leaders stating that they do nor
believe that 1 could have given such an inter-
view. They are right. 1 did not give it. (ED.
