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76 SENATORS URGE PRES. FORD

TO STAND REHIND ISRAEL FIRM
WASHINGTON (WNS) -- - A record number of '

76 senators from 46 states have sent a letter
to President Ford urging him to stand "firmly
with Israel" in the best interest of the United
States by helping keep Israel militarily strong
and economically viable and supporting her
search for peace in future negotiations.

Noting that Congress should receive the
President's foreign aid requests soon, the Sena-
tors wrote Ford that "We trust that your
recommendations will be responsive to Israel's
urgent military and economic needs." The 51

Democrats arid 25 Republicans who signed the
letter included most of the Senate leadership, all
10 freshmen senators including Dale Bumpers
(D. Ark.) who defeated former Senate Foreign
Relations Committee Chairman J. William Full-brig- ht

last year.
The signers also included Sen. George

McGovern (D. S.D.), who has been praised by
the Palestine Liberation Organization as the
highest U.S. official to meet with the PLO.
They did not include, however, Sen. Charles
Percy (R. 111.) who did not meet with the PLO
but had urged Israel to negotiate with it.

The letter pointed out that while the sus --
