terview.

is "in the hands of

the United States
which gives Israel
everything" and is
"the only one that
can exert pressure on
Israel." Sadat said

The Egyptian Presi-
dent said that
whether Israeli cargo
will be allowed through
the Suez Canal "will
depend on the conduct
of Israel."
