Can you name an organization where rabbis

sit cheek to jowl with Moslem divines?
To shorten the suspense, the organization

is the Temple of Understanding.
The Temple is not yet a temple; it is the

hope of the group one day to have a structure
with six sides, representing the world's major
faiths: Judaism, Mohammedanism, Confucian-
ism. Buddhism, Hinduism and Christianity.

Conceived. 16 years ago by a Protestant
housewife, Mrs. Dickerman Hollister, of Green-
wich, Conn,, the umbrella group has fostered
seminars in India, Switzerland, and campuses
throughout the U.S., Yale, Harvard, Princeton,
Cornell, etc.

At these sessions in comparative religion
the panels not only have rabbis and Moslems
hobnobbing,. but alto beturbaned swamis, Hindu
leaders and a wide assortment of religionists.

Rabbis who have taken part in these dis-
cussions include Rabbi Israel Goldstein, Rabbi
Ezra Spicehandler and Rabbi Herbert Weiner.
A prominent Jewish layman who sits on the
board of the T. of U. is Col. Arthur Levitt,
the best vote-gett- er in New York State, the
Comptroller of the State of New York.

The Temple of Understanding is going to
celebrate the birthday of the UN in a specta-
cular way. For three days, October 20 to
October 22, it will conduct colloquies at the
Cathedral of St. John the Divine, in Manhattan,
scene last year of a series of discussions of
the Holocaust, Leadoff speaker; Margaret
Mead.

And then on Thursday night, October 23,
the Temple will put on a gala banquet at the
Waldorf Astoria.

Why is the Temple of Understanding going to
mark the birthday? Because, despite its handi-

caps, the UN is still, to use the cliche, man's
best hope for peace. By fostering the festi-
vities, the T. of U. hopes to prod "the UN to
become a surer haven for the peace hopes of
mankind.

cal modifications
negotiated by the
parties."

In addition, McGovern
added, Israel is "en-
titled." to "solid and
precise military
guarantees from the
U.S."
