Mr. Ruatin. who
dlrecta the Committee
(BASIC) and who has
the aupport of aome
of the country' a most
dlatlngulshed Black

f leadera, including A.
Philip Randolph, who
serves aa chairman,
stated that "the demo-
cratic valuea that
have austalned our
struggle in America
are also the source
of our admiration for
Iarael and her Im-

pressive social
achievements. No na-

tion." he added, "la
without imperfections.
But Israel's are far
outweighted by the
freedom of her
democratic society.
Only In Israel, among
the natlona of the Mld-d- 'e

F.ant, are political

freedoms and civil
liberties secure.

"Together wlthother
Americans," Rustin
emphasized, "we en-

thusiastically join in
reaffirming the rights
of Israel to exist as
a sovereign state."

Over 100 leading
blacks have already
joined the Committee,
Including civil rights
leaders, athletes, en-

tertainers, clergy-
men, government off-
icials, educators, and
businessmen. Among
