Plot Lebanon Take-Ouer

UNITED NATIONS (WUP) The tragic
crisis in Lebanon, leaving some 26,000 casual-
ties -- 6,000 killed and 20,000 wounded --
sincCe the oputbreak of the ‘civil' war in the
spring of this year, has its mainspring in the
‘unwanted’ presence in that unfortunate country
of the PLO terrorists who have converted the
UNRWA -supported refugee camps into military
fortresses.

In collusion with and the main instigator
of the PLO intervention in Lebanon is intran-
sigent Syria which has never given up its dream
of anpexing the. former French mandared re-
gion and Damascus now sees a hope of its
fulfillment through Yassir Arafar's gangsters
who are being heavily financed by Libya, the
third party in this unholy anti-Israeli, anti-
Jewish alliance.

But, as the whole world knows, there is also
a fourth party involved in this sinister scheme
to transform the former ‘moderate’ Lebanon
into a radical state, Presidemt Sadat, in a
speech following the signing of the Sinat agree-
ment, made it crysral-clear that Moscow had a
finger in the whole business.

I'he agreement,"” Tanner added, ‘““has been se-
verely criticized by Syrian and Palestinian
spokesmen as a disservice to the Arabr cause
and a ‘defecgion’ by Egypt from Arab military
ranks against Israel."’

In a follow-up dispatch dealing with the Arab
l.eague conference, Mr. Tanner cited Egyptian
Foreign Minister Ismail Fahmy as having issued
4 stern warning before the delegates assembied
against “‘all outsiders not to interfere in Leba-
non.'" Many listeners at the conference, Tanner
wrote, ““thought he was thinking primarily of
Syria, which has played a major role as media-
tor between the wvaripus Lebanese factions.'
