INELIGIBLE

MARRIAGE LIST

JERUSALEM (WNS)
A Knesset com-

mittee will consider
recommendations by
State Attorney Aharon
Barak for changes
in the controversial
list of persons in-

eligible for marriage
according to halacna
(Jewish religious law.)

Barak ruled! earlier
that as long as
Israeli law invests
the rabbinate with
exclusive jurisdiction
over marriage and
divorce, the list was
in principle a legal g
and necessary means
for applying Che mar-
riage and divorce
laws. Barak recom-
mended that the list
should no longer con-
tain persons who have
not applied for mar-
riage licenses and that
persons on the list
should be informed
of the fact and given
an opportunity to state
their case. He also
recommended that the
list be kept only
at the Ministry of
Religious Affairs in
Jerusalem and not, as
is the practice, dis-
tributed to the 200-o- dd

marriage regis-
trars around the
countrv.

In the Knesset debate
before the recommen-
dations were sent to
the committee , MK
Yehuda Shaari of the
Independent Liberal
Party, said the only
solution to the
"blacklist" was to
establish civil mar-

riage for persons the
rabbinate refuses to
marry. Meanwhile,
Religious Affairs
Minister Yitzhak
Rafael has promised
to cooperate in cor-

recting the flaw in the
marriage list.
