Israel's problem,

This view was
presented by Chief

Gur to some
200 military off-
icers, experts and
analysts from abroad
attending an interna-
tional symposium on
the military aspects
of the Yom Kippur
War. Gur noted that
the changes following
the war included
a greater use of
air power by both
sides and the supply
of Soviet-mad- e Scud
missiles to the Arab
arsenal that threatens
civilian targets be-

hind the lines.
Gur said that in

the event of a new
war, Israel would
retain its qualita-
tive superiority. While
the Egyptians seek
sophisticated equip-
ment that can be
operated by untrain-
ed soldiers, Israel

was in the hands of
Jews."

Kohen - Sidon, now
a lawyer, revealed that
up to the early years
of World War II
Sadat was a leader
of the Egyptian Nazi
Party, called 'Misr
al - Fatat' (Young
Egypt.)

Egyptian Jews, on
the other hand,
Kohen - Sidon dis-
closed, were active
in the International
League Against Anti-Semitis- m.

This, he
said, was express-
ed in Egypt by
boycotting Nazi sym-

pathizers.
Sadat was jailed

during the war for
aiding the Nazis. Up-
on his release, he
edited the weekly
'Misr at' which
was replete with anti-Jewi- sh

propaganda
such as 'Death to the
Jews' and "the Jews
are the dogs of the
Egyptians."

Thus, said Kohen-Sido- n,

when Sadat
tried to buy a radio
from a Jewish dealer,
the latter refused
because he did not
want any dealings
with a man who co-

operated with the
Nazis who tried to

organize the slaugh-
ter of the Jews.
