Rowland said Golden
Age Passports must
be applied for in
person. Proof of age,
such as driver's
license or birth
certificate, must be
presented. The free,

Passport issued by
other federal
agencies. Basically,
the Golden Eagle
Passport is an
entrance permit valid
only for a calendar
year. It costs $10 and
can be purchased from
most National Park
Service installations
and U.S. Forest Ser-
vice offices. It does
not cover any camp-
ing or other recrea-
tion use fees.

A Golden Age
Passport affords the
holder nearly the
same entry privi-
leges as- - the Golden
Eagle Passport plus
a 50 per cent dis- -

A fringe benefit
of reaching the status
of senior citizen
is being eligible
for a Golden Age
Passport.

Ed Rowland, Bur-
eau of Land Manage-
ment (BLM) Nevada
state director, said
all six district
offices and the state
office in Reno have
a supply of these
passes on hand.
The Golden Age Pass-
port is issued free
of charge to per-
sons reaching the
age of 62 and is
good for the lifetime
of the applicant.

Rowland said the
Golden Age Passport
is often confused
with the Golden Eagle

lifetime. Golden Age
Passports can be
obtained by visiting
any BLM, Forest
Service or Park Ser-
vice office. No pass-
