cent people for ransom in a situation where thehost government, at a minimum, proved" impo-tent... indicates that we face here a new interna-
tional problem." He reiterated the Americancan for an international convention to curb aerial
hijacking by refusing to allow hijacked planes toland or by automatically arresting hijackers who
do land. .

Daniel P. Moynihan, the former American
Ambassador to the UN, has called on the U S
government to boycott airports of countries like
Uganda which assist and collaborate with ter-
