Premier Yitzhak
Rabin said there
would be no change
in the status quo
at Hebron until the
Cabinet thoroughly
reviews tbe situation.
He said the govern-
ment is seeking to
cool tempers be-

tween the Arabs in
Hebron and the Jews
in Kiryat Arba.

place of the patriarchs
in Hebron.

The events began
during the Yom Kippur
weekend when Jews
coming to pray at the
tomb claimed the cur-
tain for the ark had
been stolen. The Arabs
later claimed that the
Jews threw down
Moslem prayer books
including copies of
the Koran. The next
day some 200 Arabs
retaliated tearing
Jewish prayerbooks
and Torah scrolls.

The soldiers at
the tomb needed re-

inforcements to quell
the disturbance, ar-

resting about 50
Arabs. Religious A-
ffairs Minister Yitz-
hak Raphael describ-
ed the scene in the
Machpela Cave a "a
real pogrom." He said
if there had been
Jewish acts of "fool-hardine- ss"

they didn't
compare to what he
termed a deliberate,
premeditated Arab
attack motivated by
hatred.
