Thus, Egypt has taken the lead in proposing
preliminary talks in New York and Washingtonat which the Foreign Ministers of the three
confrontation states will meet with the ForeignMinister of Israel, Moshe Dayan, at one table
as a "working group" to discuss both proce-
dural and substantive issues in advance of --a
full - scale Geneva Conference.

It is still not known what position the Soviet
Union will take on such preliminary talks in the
U.S. Mr. Vance is planning to raise the matter
with Foreign Minister Gromyko when he meets
with him in Vienna next month'.

What is significant about these talks, should
they come about, is the fact that for the first
time the Foreign Ministers of the three con-
frontation states will meet face to fsffce at one
table with Israel's Foreign Minister Moshe Dayan
-- - The Jewish State's most outstanding expert on
Arab affairs who speaks Arabic fluently and who
understands Arab psychology perhaps better than
any other Israeli official.

While Israel has indicated acceptance of the
Sadat proposal for preliminary talks as a pre-
lude to Geneva, observers here at the UN ques-
tion whether Syria and the USSR will hasten to
agree to such a procedure.
