that no rabbi would be excluded as long as. he
accepts the principles of the agreement reached
between the parties concerned." But the leaders

Agudath Israel of America. Begin has promisedLikud s two religious coalition partners, AgudathIsrael and the National Religious Party that the
law would be amended.'
