UNITED NATIONS (WUP) -- Apparently
deeply worried over the latest developments in
Israel, the members of the pro-PLO Committee
on Palestinians Rights met here last week and
proposed, among other matters, that the United
Nations establish an‘‘information’' (propaganda)
unit to campaign globally for the “‘rights of the
Palestinians'' versus Israel,

The Committee also decided to send a letter
to the President of the Security Council urging
him to call upon the Council ‘“to consider the
recommendations of the Committee again as soon
as possible in order to take measures for their
implementation."’

These recommendations, in effect, spell the
demise of the Jewish State, They include a time-
table for Israeli withdrawal from the occupied
areas in ‘‘a two - stage plan for return of the
Palestinians to their homes and the establish-
ment of an independent PLO entity."’

The first stage, as recommended, calls for
withdrawal to the 1967 borders; the second stage
to the 1948 boundaries, )

Speaking on behalf of the PLO, Observer
Zehdi Labib Terzi, aware of the position taken
by Israel's new Prime Minister on the occupied
areas, confronted the Committee withthis query:

““In the event that the bilateral contacts which
had been going on for years did not lead any-
where, what would become of the recommendc-
tions of the Committee, which were not the re-
commendations of the General Assembly?’' He
then stated that the Committee had a duty to follow
up on them,

Fully supported by the Committee members,
Mr. Terzi suggested that the ‘“‘informationcam-
paign’’ to be conducted on a world-wide scale
should emphasize a number of points, among
 them, he said, ‘“the scandalous behavior' of the
United States in ““forcing the adoption of the re-
solution  partitioning Palestine’’ (completely

overlooking the fact that the Soviet Union had |}
also approved it); that ‘“the Assembly resolu- :

tion accepting Israel as a member of the UN

had been conditional on Israel’s allowing the 1

Palestinians to return,'”” He then questioned
- Israel’s legality as a Member,

Commenting on the Committee's recom-
mendations as they were contained in its report
originally submirtted to the Security Council last
year, Ambassador Chaim Herzog had this to say
at the time:

““Israel rejects outright the report of the
so - called Palestine Committee, just as it
rejected General Assembly Resolution 3376
which created it, Alongside Israel, the countries
of the Free World also did not support that
Resolution, because it was considered wholly
one-sided, unbalanced, and biased. Hence the
composition of the Committee, sixteen of its
20 members do not have diplomatic relations
with Israel, and some of whom even deny to this
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day Israel's right to exist. Moreover, not a
single Western country of standing agreed to take

rt in the work of the Committee, so urterly
prejudiced was it considered to be."’

* Herzog further stated that ““the PLO was the
dominant factor in the drafting of the reportand,
in keeping with the PLO's declared aims, the
Committee’s recommendations are in effect a

& calculated formula for the destruction of the

State of Israel. There can be no doubt about
this end, even if it is designed to be achieved
in stages...”’
