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The - Government of Israel has decided to I

extend medical and humanitarian aid to the Cam- -
bodian refugees, whose plight is arousing in-

creasing sympathy throughout the world. The
Government of Israel is one of the first to
embark upori a humanitarian aid program in

response to the situation of the Cambodian re-

fugees.
According. to the Israel government s deci-

sion, an interministerial committee composed
of representatives of the Prime Minister's Of-

fice, the Ministries of Foreign Affairs, Health,
Labour, Social Welfare, and El Al Airlines,
has been established in order to coordinate
activities connected with the speedy dispatch of
aid to the refugees.

As a first step, medical supplies and equip-
ment will be sent to the field clinics which
are presently located along the Thai-Cambodi- an

border and where a proposed 15 - man Israeli
volunteer medical team will be working.

As Israel has no diplomatic relations with
Cambodia, its aid will reach the refugees
through Thailand. The Embassy of Israel in

Bangkok is cooperating with the Thai Red
Cross and the Thai Prime Minister's Office
in channeling the aid to its destination,
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
