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If there is one key theme whichdistinguishes
the Jew from other peoples, it is his stress on
memory and gratitude. First, one must
remember: and then one must give thanks.
Perhaps the Jewish tradition places such em-
phasis on these two themes because it is the
way of man to forget and be ungrateful.

That is why, if we remain true to our tradi-
tion, we must stop and think at this time about
a man who was a great friend of the Jewish
people: Hubert Humphrey.

It is now two years since we last heard his
ebullient laugh, his cheerful disposition, his
enthusiastic all for this or that project. In-
deed, for more than three decades, Hubert
Humphrey was a political institution in this
country, and his efforts form a chronicle of the
struggles and challenges which gnawed at the
conscience of this nation.

As Jews, we can remember Hubert Humphrey
for his valiant and forceful calls for human
rights at a time when that was not the popular
or politically expedient thing to do. And yert,
those who knew Mr. Humphrey easily understood
that these actions arose not out of some abstract
ideology of humanism, but most of all out of his
deep love for people.

Hubert Humphrey did not want tears of
those who survived him. As he probably would
have said, his trust in a good universe extended
to his hope in what was to follow this life,
