"Proclaim liberty throughout the land unto
all the inhabitants thereof." That Biblical verse
that our nation's Founding Fathers engraved
on the Liberty Bell was probably one of the most
frequently quoted phrases during the festive
observances marking our country's birthday.
And it is right that it should be so for the Ameri-
can Struggle for independence simply cannot be
understood apart from its rootedness in the Bibli-
cal and Hebraic values of liberty and human
dignity.

The Declaration of Independence, adopted on
July 4, 1776. refers four times to a divine source
as the foundation for the nation's birth. All
human beings are "endowed by their Creator
with certain unalienable rights," which can be
neither given nor taken away by any other power.
Inspired by the Prophets of Israel who were the
first to stand against despotic monarchs in the an- - .

cient world, the Founding Fathers of the Republ ic
believed and demonstrated that a free people must
be prepared to risk their lives and substance to
defend their rights.

In recent months we experienced the cruel
oppression of liberty by the Soviet regime in
Afghanistan, the callousness to human dignity
and freedom suffered by American hostages at 'the hands of Muslim fanaticism in Iran, the
threats to human rights in Poland, Lebanon, and
Latin America.

It is some 200 years later, and the LibertyBell reminds us that in a world of widening
political oppression, the struggle to make free-
dom prevail is still very much before us, and
calls for resolute determination of all Ameri-
cans to face that high task in the 1980s.
