A survey on anti-Semiti-

prepared for
the American Jewish
Committee indicates
that only 34 percent
of the non - Jews in
the United States are
anti - Semitic com-

pared to 45 percent
in 19664 when a

similar report was
issued. At the same
time, the report,
prepared by the opi-
nion research company
of Yankelovich, Skelly
and White, showed a
decline in support
among Americans for
the State of Israel
since 1977. While in

1977, 66 percent of the
American public felt
that a continuation of
Israel is important to
the U.S., only 51 per-
cent feel the same to-

day.
The survey was

based on 1,215 per-
sonal interviews which
included 174 Jews and
127 Blacks. The sur-
vey shows that a

beliefs was
most pronounced in
terms of traditional
negative stereotypes
