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in securing the ceasefire.

Now we herald the beginning of a new re-

lationship between Israel and the United States
where the formal trappings of interchange of
information, facilities and strength will bring new
reinforcement to the struggle against Soviet ex-

pansion and imperialism. We hope and trust
that all of this will accelerate the process of
peace, that this year other Arab nations will
join the peace process.

We wish the parties great success in their
discussions on autonomy and we hope that with
the Prophets we will be able to say there will
be war no more.
