There
is no walk in traffic
at all. But the store
is always busy. There
must be a good rea-
son for that, and the
good reason is word
of mouth and recom-
mendation from satis-
fied customers.

He
started there in the
wholesale diamond
cutting and polishing
business.. Israel is the
number one diamond
cutting and polishing
center in the world,
and a huge percentage
of all the finished
diamonds in the world
come from there.

Yerushalmi moved
to Canada in 1967 and
continued in the
wholesale end of the
diamond business
