Assembly concluded
its debate on the
"Palestinian ques- -'
tion" by adopting a
resolution declaring
that Israel is not a

peace loving member
state and demanding

v international sanctions
against it. The vote
was 86 - 20 with
36 abstentions. Voting
in favor were the
Arab countries ex-

cept Egypt which
abstained, the Com-
munist bloc and the
third world.

The opposition votes
included the United
Stares, whose rep-
resentative branded
the resolution "an

offensive
document" that would
harm the UN and all
r he Western bloc na-

tions, except Greece
; which departed from

its fellow European
Economic Community

j (EEC) member
states, supported by
the resolution. Ab-

staining were most
South American cou-
ntries, a few African
stares and Japan.

The harshly worded
resolution, conclud-

ing the debate on the
Palestinian Question,
conducted in emer-
gency session by the
General Assembly
was somethat softer
