While attempts will be made to win U.S.
approval for the new plan, it is doubtful that
Washington will agree to any amendments to
resolution 242 or to any situation where the
PLO will have a role in negotiations for a
Middle East settlement. President Reagan
and his Cabinet remain adamant for the im-

plementation of the autonomy plan as based
upon the Camp David accords consistent with
the position of Israel.

During his recent press conference, Reagan
referred to the autonomy plan under the Camp
David agreement and regretted that the tra-
gedy in Lebanon had delayed Egyptian-Israe- li

talks. Being goaded by one correspondent who
referred only to the shelling and bombing by
the Israelis in the hope of receiving a response
critical of .the the Israelis, the President,
fully aware of PLO terrorism, said that he
"would like to see an end to the bloodshed and
the shelling, but," he stressed, "I must re-
