ry, and burial grounds.

The silver scroll is
one of two silver
scrolls found intact,
contained some 700-differ-

ent

items - in-

cluding burial gifts,
jewelry, about 100
silver items, iron ar-
row heads, the seal of
a man named "Palta," '

and a rare coin from
the 6th century BCE
from the island of Cos
in the Aegean Sea, the
earliest coin ever
found in this country.

The find also included
delicate glass,., objects
from before the time
glass was blown --

which may have, at
that time, been ex-

tremely valuable.

A silver scroll from
the 7th or 6th century
BCE bearing a script
which includes the
tetragram - the word
"Jehova" in Hebrew
"Yud h-vav-heh"

was revealed in" an
archaeological dig in
Jerusalem conducted
by Gabriel Barkay of
Tel Aviv University's
Institute of Archaeo-
logy. The tiny scroll
- about 4 inches in

length and 1 inch
wide - is made of pure
silver and the
message, an amuletic
text, still to be

deciphered is scratch-
ed onto it. This is
the first time in the
history of Jerusalem
archaeology that "the
name" appears, and
the first such prayer-
like text or amulet
from that period to be
found in Israel.

The find was re-

vealed in a dig at
the Hinnon Shoulder
near the railroad
station in Jerusalem.
The site encompasses
a broad range of per-
iods, from the iron
age to the present

The dig was . con- - U
"

ducted by Tel Aviv
University's Instirure
of Archaeology in
1975, 1979 and 1980
under the supervision
of Gabriel Barkay. It
was also sponsored
by the Israel Explor-

ation Society, the
Biblical Archaeology
Review and Yad I la

nadiv. The super-
visors and digging
staff were from
Tel Aviv Univer-
sity and the Ameri-
can Institute of Holy
Land Studies.
