PARIS (WNS) -D-

eclaring that
"Russia's Jews have
entered a high risk

zone," Jewish com-

munity leaders from 10
Western European
countries and Israel
agreed after a two-da- y

meeting here to
establish a "European
Committee for the
Defense of Soviet
Jewry" to counter what
they said "all objective
factors" show to be a
"hardened" Soviet
policy toward Russian
Jews in recent months.

Claude Kelmari, vice

president of the
Brussels Conference
on Soviet Jewry, told a
press conference that
the Jewish leaders
have "definitely rejec-
ted a timid approach"
and conceded that tra-

ditional "so-calle- d

humanitarian gestures
have lost their ef-

ficacy." The meeting
decided to seek a new
strategy and adopt new
tactical measures.

It reportedly decided
to use the forth-

coming elections for
the Parliament of
Europe to obtain
definite commitments
from the candidates on
behalf of the struggle
for Soviet Jews.

Victim's Family Allowed
To Leave Syria

The sole remaining sister of Lillian Abadi, the
Jewish mother, who together with

her two small children were the victims of a
brutal murder in Syria last year, arrived in New
York from Syria with her family last month, the
World Jewish Congress reported.

Judy Feld Carr, who for eight years headed the
National Committee for Jews in Arabs Lands of
the Canadian Jewish Congress, disclosed that
the victim's sister, Fortuna Naftali, her children,
Adele, aged 7, Grace, aged 4, Jacob, aged 1 year,
and her husband, Rehmo, were able to leave
Syria and arrived in New York where they were
reunited with other members of the family on
April 3.

According to Mrs. Carr, an unprecedented
outpouring of contributions by members of the
Toronto Jewish community in response to the
possibility that the Naftali family might be
allowed to leave Syria, was a major factor in

bringing about their release. "The Naftali family
has expressed its deep appreciation for such
magnanimous gestures," she said.

Mrs. Lillian Abadi, the pregnant
Jewish mother, and her two small children,
Yosef and Sandy, were stabbed to death and
horribly mutilated in Aleppo on December 28,
1983. The crime, which sent shock waves
throughout the Syrian Jewish community, was
discovered by the father, Chaim Victor Abadi,
when he returned home that day.
