mine two kilometers
north of Yamik in the
Bekaa Valley, where
thick shrubbery on the
slopes of Mount Baruka
conceal attackers.

Lebanon in the month
of August.

in Poland from 1939 until 1941: the "Selbst-schutz- "

("Self-Defense"- ) and the "Sonder-dienst- "

("Special Service").

tary film to commemorate the fortieth anniver-- -

sary of the liberation of that Nazi concentration
camp, Wobbelin, near Ludwigslust. As part of his
research, he seeks to speak with other survivors
of that camp, whom he has not seen since the
day of liberation or never knew.
