Palestinian Terrorist Base Hit
By Israeli Warplanes

TEL AVIV (WNS) —
Israeli warplanes hit a
terrorist base near
Majdel Anjar in East
Lebanon, an  Army
spokesman reported.
The planes destroyed
buildings at the base in
the Bekaa Valley that
was operated by Pales-
tinian rebel leader Abu
Musa. All Israeli aircraft
returned safely to their
base.

The Army spokesman
said the base has been
used as a departure
point for attacks by

terrorists operating from
behind Syrian lines in
east Lebanon. Another
base used by the Abu
Musa terrorists was
bombed August 16 after
their leader claimed
responsibility for a
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thwarted car-bombing
attempt in Jerusalem.
The attack followed
reports that three Israel
Defense Force soldiers

were wounded in South
Lebanon  within 24
hours. Both incidents’
occurred in the area
known as the ‘“iron
triangle" which is
inhabited by  Shiite
Moslems who have

carried out many attacks

on the IDF in recent
weeks.

The |IDF instituted
new securily arrange-
ments at the Awali
River Crossing in this
region, Including a
“terminal building”
where passengers and
vehicles are searched, to

reduce the amount of
arms  smuggling be-
tween the north and

south of Lebanon.
