recent months, and are
not new proposals made
since the establishment
of the national unity
government. They do not

necessarily hold a quick
and speedy withdrawal
from Lebanon, the
sources say, adding that
it will enable Rabin to
consider all possible op-

tions.
Rabin told the

opening of the annual
United Appeal fund-raisin- g

campaign on

Sept. 16 in Jerusalem
that he thought an
Israeli withdrawal from
south Lebanon could be
accomplished "not in

terms of years, but in a
much shorter period of

time," but he did not
commit himself to any
timetable.
