Shamir Confers With Gromyko
At Soviet Mission

Israeli spokesman said that Gromyko proposed an
international conference on the Middle East to in-

clude Israel, Arab countries, the Palestinians, the
United States and the Soviet Union. Shamir replied
that experience had shown that direct negotiations
between Israel and its Arab neighbors were more
effective.

Shamir also met with the Spanish Foreign
Minister, Fernando Moran. He said their conver-
sation dealt with the Middle East situation, Europe
and the European Economic Community (EEC).
"We spoke about the establishment of diplomatic
relations between Israel and Spain," Shamir said,

adding that "There is no doubt that such relations
will be established in the future, the question is

only when."
Shamir also met with Foreign Minister Claude

Cheysson of France. He said that Israel has "a
special dialogue with France" and that bilateral
talks between the two countries are progressing
satisfactorily. v

Another of Shamir's meetings
- was with the

Foreign Minister of Liberia, Ernest Eastman. The
Israeli Foreign Minister said, in reply to a question,
that his stay in New York will include meetings
with the Foreign Ministers of African nations that
do not have diplomatic ties with Israel. He declined
to specify which countries.

Shamir met with British Foreign Secretary Geof-

frey Howe and invited him to visit Israel. Howe ac-

cepted and a visit was scheduled for the end of
next month. Shamir also scheduled to meet with
President Raul Alfonsin of Argentina and with the
West German Foreign Minister, Hans Dietrich
Gensler.
